Hale Mahaholokai

Near the summit of Mauna Kapu this cabin
offers commanding views of West Oahu at your

doorstep. Large living room and dining room
with fireplace. Full kitchen, 1 full bath.

Hale ʻOhana

A historic home built in the 1930s, two-story
house with 4 bedrooms, 1.5 bathrooms, full

kitchen, large living room with fireplace. Sleeps
12 people: 1 queen bed, 10 bunk beds.

Hale Kipuka

Overlooking camp, this Director’s cabin comes
with an open living and dining room area, a

double loft kitchen and 1 bedroom. Sleeps 2-4
people: 1 queen bed and 2 futons.

$315/night + tax

Hale Makaliʻi

A large open floor plan, full kitchen, 1 full
bathroom and a large outdoor covered lanai
overlooking camp’s scenic views. Sleeps 8

people: 2 queen beds, 2 twin beds, and 1 twin
bunk bed.

Hale Kokua

Built in the 1940s, this hale is located above the
Camp Office. Featuring 2 bedrooms, 1 full

bathroom, full kitchen, living room and a small
outdoor deck. Sleeps 4-5 people: 1 queen bed,

2 twin beds, and 1 futon couch.

Mauka Bunkhouses Four bunkhouses on site. Sleeps 16. Showers
and toilet facilities  nearby. $25/person/night + tax

Holo Lio Bunkhouse Large renovated bunkhouse. Sleeps 44: 11
rooms, 2 twin bunks in each, 7 indoor showers. $30/person/night + tax
